As promised, please find below a list of optional extension tasks which your child may like to complete during this half term. As you know, we have our 

essential weekly homework tasks (outlined in your Welcome Booklet) and the family-friendly ‘Weekend Wonders’ passport card. For those parents or pupils 

who thrive on more in-depth study, try out some of the ideas below. Your class teacher would love to see the final result, however, formal feedback will 

not take place as these are optional extensions. 

 
Pick your favourite place to visit in our local area and write a detailed description 

of why you enjoy going here. This should be hand written, remembering our non-

negotiables. Please see our class page on the school website if you need reminding 

of these. Some things to include are: 

 

o Where is your favourite place? 

o A memory from visiting there. 

o Who you enjoy spending time with there. 

o Tell us one thing that could make this place better. 

Draw a picture of you in your special place. Consider your use of colour and ensure 

you use appropriate colour choices. Think about proportion - how large something 

is in comparison to something else. 

 

 
Create a fact file about a famous person from our local area. This could be typed 

or hand written. It should include a photograph or drawing of the person. This 

could be someone around today or someone in history. Research the following: 

 

o What is their name? 

o Where did they live? 

o What are they famous for? 

o How are they remembered/ celebrated today? 

o Is there anything in the community that commemorates them? 

o How have their actions/ achievements influenced our local area? 

 

You have been given a large sum of money to create a memorial garden to celebrate 

someone important to you. This should be a place that people can sit and enjoy. A 

quiet place which is full of colour and tranquil. People of all ages will be able to 

visit your garden. Think about using:   

 

o Benches 

o Flowers and plants 

o Something for smaller children as well as grown ups 

o Signs which explain tell visitors about your special person. 

 

This should be presented on a plain white page of A4 and coloured in coloured
