Sports Day at Whitehall combines a number of athletic events with some healthy 

competition to decide which house team (Colne, Mill, Frays or Chiltern) is the overall 

winner.  Please ensure that your child wears their school PE kit (red top and black shorts 

or jogging bottoms) on this day.

The schedule for the day is as follows: 

 

9.15am-10.30am

10.45am – 11.00am

house, to complete a long distance race with the whole school watching.  

11.00-12.15pm  

Whole school sprint races. 

1.30pm – 2.45pm 

Years 5 and 6 Round Robin activities involving running, jumping and throwing tasks.

1.15pm-1.30pm (Years 5 and 6 parents only) 

 

Lunchtime on this day will be a whole school picnic on our school field between 

12.15pm-1.15pm.  If you as parents / carers would like to stay on after the whole school 

races and join your child on the field for this picnic, you are more than welcome to do 

so; you can bring a lunch with you on this day.
